· General Information 

Three-day Renaissance dances Masterclass, by the Compagnie Outre Mesure, directed by Robin Joly (France, www.outremesure.fr): 

« La danse formatrice de l’oreille »
- Programme pédagogique sur les vertus des danses de la Renaissance française

pour la formation musicale -
The class presents no particular technical difficulty. It offers an introduction to French Renaissance dances: Creating movement and using space around various rythms and notions used by the musicians-dancers (tempo, "phrasés", memorisation…), through simple and easily accessible choreographic steps.

The programme has been conceived based on the famous "Orchésographie" of Thoinot Arbeau, published in 1588 in Langres by Jehan Desprez. This treaty presents the choreoraphic practices of its time, and also informs us on the way of life, on how to beat the drum, on how to play the Arigot and generally speaking on menestrial arts.

4 to 6 sessions (approx. 1h30 each) will be proposed to dancers, focusing on acquiring the basics of Renaissance dances (Gaillardes, Gavottes…).

At the end of the Masterclass, a public costume ball intitled «Dansez Renaissance… » will be given, by the professors of the Compagnie Outre Mesure, the students, as well as the public! 

Approx. 15 places are available for the Renaissance dances Masterclass. Registration will be on a first come-first served basis.

· Practical Information 

Duration and Location: Wednesday 29 to Friday 31 August 2007 (9AM-6PM, Gruyères, place to be confirmed). The course will be given in French.

For the final public costume ball, participants will as much as possible wear a Renaissance costume, which they will have to bring themselves. For the Masterclass itself, no special dress is requested, but comfortable clothing & light shoes are recommended.

Participants organise their own travel. If a visa for entry into Switzerland is necessary, they will see to take the appropriate measures. Participants will cover their own travelling and accommodation costs (see below). Evening meals are included in the registration fees (in case of absence, no reimbursement will be made). They are organised collectively at the Institut La Gruyères. Lunch is not organised, and is covered by participants themselves.

· Costs of the Renaissance dances Masterclass

Registration to the Masterclass is free for professors at the Conservatoire de Fribourg and professors / students at its Professional School of Music (HEM). The course is also open to external participants, who will pay registration fees as indicated below.
