· General Information 

This year, the instrument making workshop will be dedicated to the construction of a Renaissance guitar.

Only 2 places are available. Participants will be making their own instrument.
A third instrument will be built during the course. It will complete the instrumentarium which the Association Guitare & Luth is constituting and be made available to the Early Music Center of Geneva.

Duration and location : Sunday 26 August to Sunday 2 September 2007 (9AM-6PM, Salle des Gardes of the Château de Gruyères). Arrival on Saturday 25.08 and departure on Monday 2.09 (installation and cleaning—up). 

Participants organise their own travel. If a visa for entry into Switzerland is necessary, they will see to take the appropriate measures.

· Costs of the instrument making workshop: CHF 1000.- 
A. Registration Fees: CHF 400.-  

Covering registration to the workshop itself (200.-) as well as evening meals (lump sum 200.-). These are organised collectively at the Institut La Gruyères (in case of absence, no reimbursement will be made). Lunch is not organised, and is covered by participants themselves. The cocktail given on Saturday 1 September will be in stead of the evening meal.  The workshop will be given in French and English. 

B. Costs of material: CHF 600.-  

Covering the costs of buying and preparing the material needed for the instrument making. First quality material, for professional lute making (real value: CHF 1'250.-), including:

· Woods (swiss spruce top, first quality; swiss flamed maple back, sides and neck; fingerboard, filets, decorations in plum and ebony)

· a set of nine pegs in plum, made by Bruce Brooks in England

· a parchment rose made by Elena dal Cortivo in Italy

· a set of gut strings made by Sofracob in France

All needed equipment will be made available.
